7) Boundary Commission Draft Proposals: 

The Clerk reminded Councillors that he had received an email from Halesworth Town 
Council wondering if the Council wished to support the concept of Halesworth being seen 
as a hub to the neighbouring parishes and therefore may wish to have the same East 
Suffolk District Councillors. He said that the current proposals only include parishes to 
the North and East of Halesworth and that the Councillors had until August 27th 2018 to 
make any response.  
After some discussion, Councillors agreed that they wanted Halesworth to be in a hub 
and therefore to have the same District Councillors as Halesworth. The Councillors 
questioned why the North-Eastern Parishes were included in the Draft Halesworth Ward 
despite not having a border with Halesworth and perhaps looking towards Beccles for 
their services. The Councillors believed that in any case, the Ward could have three 
councillors instead of the current allocation for two councillors if the Ward grew with new 
parishes joining the Ward. It was agreed for the Clerk to communicate the council’s view 
to Halesworth Town Council. 

8) Suffolk Coastal Local Plan Public Consultation:
