The Annual Parish Council was agreed with the Minute of Agenda Item No. 25 being moved
to Agenda Item No. 22. The Annual Parish Meeting Minutes were also reviewed.

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7) Emergency Planning:

As ClIr. M. Wenham was not present, there was no report. However the Clerk said that ClIr.
M. Wenham had given him an invoice regarding the First Aid Course. ClIr. Z. Mair said that
the First Aid was very good indeed.

8) Initiatives to cut Speeding:

Cllr. S. Moore said that the Sign Indicator Device (SID) is going very well. It was noted that
the pole by the bridge is a little unstable and a new pole is needed. However it was agreed to
try to put the SID on the current pole within the next ten days.

9) Defibrillator & Telephone Box:

A parishioner's email was brought to the attention of the Council by the Clerk regarding
lighting in Walpole. The email on behalf of several parishioners asked the council not to
reconnect the telephone box light. It was noted that one idea was that if the light was
reconnected perhaps it would only come on when the telephone box door was opened so
keeping the light off most of the time. The Council noted the email comments and the
suggestion regarding the telephone box door.

It was agreed to ask UK Networks to connect the power for Pearce and Kemp to do their
section of the work. The Council agreed that the reconnection would power the defibrillator
and a dim light which the council believed was necessary so that people could find the
defibrillator and follow the instructions on a dark night.
