A Meeting of the Parish Council was held on Tuesday, June 25th
2019 in the Pavilion, Walpole at 7-30pm.

1) Apologies:

2) To receive declarations of interest:

Cllr. Z. Mair and ClIr. M. Porter declared interests in CEA and Cookpole.
Clr. N. Jarvis and ClIr. S. Moore declared an interest in Cookpole.

3) Requests for dispensations:

There were no requests for dispensation.

4) To receive areport from the County and District Councillor:

County and District ClIr. S. Burroughes reported that the Children and Young People’s
Department had gained an ‘Outstanding’ grade from OFSTED. He said that the County
Council were very proud and were working with Norfolk County Council to help them
with their OFSTED Inspection. County and District Cllr. S. Burroughes reported that
potholes were now being repaired through thermal patching and he was working now
to get white lines repainted on the roads. He said that a Highways Self Help Scheme
was being rolled out where a parish council could take over some Highways
responsibilities employing their own staff, buying in Highways or using volunteers. ClIr.
D Cask asked if community payback could do these jobs? It was thought that their
involvement was ‘patchy’.

County and District Cllr. S. Burroughes said that the new East Suffolk Council was
gradually being set up with a new Cabinet and new staff finding their role within the
new council. He said that he had been asked to join the Cabinet and to be responsible
for Customer Service and Operational Partnerships. He said that he had been very
pleased to attend the start of the Suffolk Cycle Race at its start in Beccles. Clir. Z. Mair
asked about the new arrangements for planning in that it was to become paperless
and to only give 21 days for a response from Parish councils which she said did not fit
into meeting schedules and also depended upon all councillors having computers, the
expertise needed to look at planning applications and to have a ‘signal’ at the meeting
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so that they could discuss the planning application. Councillors discussed the issue
and also believed the suggestion to use a projector was not feasible and to read a
planning application on the computer only was not totally satisfactory. It was asked that
one paper copy was made and sent to the Clerk. County and District Clir. S.
Burroughes said that he would take the suggestions back to the Planning Department.
Cllr. Z. Mair also asked about a dilapidated house that was not being repaired and
about Flagship. County and District CllIr. S. Burroughes said that he would speak to the
relevant person at the council regarding the dilapidated house and to ClIr. A. Thomas
regarding Flagship. ClIr. M. Porter reported that some very fast cars had driven around
local roads at great speed including the closed roads for the Heveningham Show. He
asked County and District ClIr. S. Burroughes if he could speak to Highways. Clir. J.
Lewis said that he would find out about the road closures and their reasons.

7) Elagship Affordable Homes:
Councillors agreed to discuss this with ClIr. S. Burroughes and Clir. A. Thomas. ClIlr.
Z. Mair said that she would ask ClIr. A. Thomas to speak to East Suffolk Cabinet
Member for Housing, Richard Kerry.

8) Defibrillator & Telephone Box:

Cllr. Z. Mair reported that that the defibrillator was now up and running and there had
been excellent training on how to use the defibrillator. She said that the signs to the
telephone box and therefore the defibrillator had been made but were still to be put up.
Cllr. M. Porter suggested that the next First Aid Course could be provided by the
Ambulance Service. It was agreed for the council to run a first aid course once every
two to three years. ClIr. M Porter said that he would get the glass fitted to the telephone
box.

9) War Memorial and the Village Green:

Cllr. Z. Mair said that members of the public had looked at the plans for the Village
Green. She said that everyone had different opinion. Some said that only those who
fell in te first World War should be included whilst others said all the village fallen should
be engraved on the stone. It was agreed to set up a sub-group of councillors including
Cllr. Z. Mair and ClIr. C. Northover should meet to agree the plans.

10) Highways and Speeding:

There was a continuation of the discussion from that with with Clir. S. Burroughes over
the closure of the Heveningham Road. It was agreed in addition to ClIr. J. Lewis finding
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out from Highways the reasons for the road closure that Clir. Z. Mair would see the
police contact for speeding and/or the police at the Safer Neighbourhood Meeting. It
was also agreed to put the Sign Indicator Device (SID) opposite the Cemetery.

11) River Blyth Sign: Councillors to discuss a hew sign for the river

It was agreed that CllIr. Z. Mair and ClIr. C. Northover and the councillors discussing
the Village Green would also discuss the different ideas for the sign, what it would be
made of and who would put the sign up.
