6) To confirm the Minutes of the Parish Council Meetings held on September

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7) FElagship Affordable Homes:

Cllr. A. Thomas reported that progress had been made in fixing the heating and hot
water at the Flagship houses. Clir. A. Thomas thanked Jane Henson for all her help
and hoped that Flagship may come to some meetings in the future. Cllr. M. Porter
asked why it had taken so long to get the heating fixed? Clir. A. Thomas said that she
thought that the Parish Council should let the heating issues to be addressed and had
settled down before looking at other areas to be fixed.

8) War Memorial and the Village Green:

Cllr. Z. Mair said that the base of the cobbles had been laid ready for the ‘stone’ to be
laid on it. She said that she was looking at having a seat and some plants around the
stone. She reported that she had spoken to a parishioner to ask if they can find out
about the stone.

Cllr. Z. Mair said that she had emailed a parishioner regarding the Village Green tree
that had fallen down has been removed. She said that the parishioner has replied that
the old trees need to be cleared.

It was agreed that three quotes are to be sought to clear up the Village Green, the river
beside the Village Green and the two banks. The Parish Council would then decide
which quote to accept.

Clir. J. Lewis asked if the sculptures could be moved. ClIr. Z. Mair said that she would
contact the sculptor.

9) Highways and Speeding:

Cllr. S. Moore said that the Sign Indicator Device (SID) is being moved around and the
SID will next be placed on the bridge in Walpole. She reported that a new sign is being
put up advising of the SID. ClIr. A. Thomas reported that the vehicles had grown in size
and were causing the sides of roads to be eroded. She also said that the speed of
vehicles had risen too. Cllr. A. Thomas said that she had contacted Suffolk Highways
as the hedges and trees were all being damaged and mud was slipping into the road
but ClIr. A. Thomas was told that there was no money to put up signs restricting the
weight along local roads.
