CEA & Allotments:

Cllr. Z. Mair reported that the Cookpole Energy (CEA) Action Group had put the new
shedder on the Village Green on Sunday 16™ January so that local people could shred
their Christmas Trees. She said that the CEA were planning a Community Litter Pick
in March and a Summer Craft Fair in May. Cllr. Z. Mair said that the Summer Fair would
replace the winter one and they hoped to be able to hold it in the Pavilion and in
Marquees. Finally, Clir. Z. Mair said that the CEA were now looking at purchasing Hot
Bins so that compost could be created for gardens.

Cllr. Z. Mair said that she wanted to approach the Old School, Walpole but no-one
knew who to approach. The Clerk was asked to find out the building’s status, who owns
it and what is planned for its future use from County and District ClIr. S. Burroughes.

Cllr. Z. Mair said that she would continue to report on dilapidated properties in the two
parishes.
